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Goals


· To create a modern aesthetic for the Life Science Library website

· To create a cohesive look and feel that is similar to and complements other UT Libraries Drupal websites without diminishing LSL’s specific design needs
· To better convey LSL’s subject areas (i.e., biology, medicine, nutrition, pharmacy)
Content Strategy by Section
· The Big Four
LSL provides resources and information for four subject areas: biology, medicine, nutrition, and pharmacy.  LSL wants to better convey this topic coverage to its users.
· Finding Journal Articles 101
This content is extremely helpful to users, so it should be prominent on the site. 

· New Books
May keep this as is, but may find a way to sync this with UT Libraries Recent Arrivals.
· Mints of Texas
This page is not frequently visited and is mainly included for archival purposes.  LSL wants to continue to publish it, but doesn’t require a link to it from anywhere on the site.  It can be untouched during this redesign project, or it can be pulled into the site with minimal formatting and attention.

· News
This section is not updated frequently, although LSL would like to begin updating more often.  Stacy likes the idea of interacting more with patrons.  LSL is interested in aggregating News and Social Media into one section.
· Research + Pizza
This content is not specifically LSL, but the new site should retain it as featured content.
· Science Study Break
Keep this prominently displayed, perhaps as a feature.
· Social Media
LSL maintains Twitter, Facebook, and Pinterest accounts, and has begun to frequently update those accounts, especially Pinterest.  For this reason, LSL would like to feature their social media content.  They are also interested in aggregating News and Social Media into one section.
· Virtual Tour
LSL has no attachment to it.  May make it available internally, for graduate research assistants or work study students.

Design

· LSL likes the three-column feature layout that is currently the design for the Perry-Castañeda Library and other UT Libraries websites.  Possible feature topics include “News/Social Media,” “Featured” (With ClinIC under the featured column), and “The Big Four,” or the subjects LSL covers.  (In the future, LSL may consider a four-column layout.)
· LSL likes the design and layout of modular research guides (e.g., East Asian Studies Research Guide).

· LSL wants to retain the photo that is currently featured on the homepage (or one like it), and they want to utilize photos of the historical plaques in the library.

· Stacy prefers large image headers (e.g., Perry-Castañeda Library) rather than small images (e.g., Fine Arts Library)

· No brown!
· Get rid of the logo.

Out of Scope

· Although a link to the Clinical Information Center (Clin-IC) will be prominent on the LSL site, the database itself will not be redesigned as part of this project.
